Based on the number of entries 8 or 9 lanes may be used for competition during prelim sessions, with one lane for warm-up/warm-down.  Finals sessions conducted in 8 lanes.  No Horseplay. EPIC IS A NON-SMOKING FACILITY.

Warm-ups:
WSI warm up procedures will be followed.  Warm ups will be conducted in accordance with the guidelines established by USA Swimming and Wyoming Swimming. Eligibility:

Event Limit:

Events:
